These events will be
powerful for both our students and our
adults in attendance. We understand that
this is a very difficult topic, but also know
the reality that this is an issue our students
(and adults) wrestle with.

Post Abortive Panel - Feb. 1

This Wednesday is the Post-Abortive Panel
for all Confirmation youth grades 6 - 9 and
their parents. This will be a powerful event
and we hope all Confirmation kids can
make it.

Qand A:
Q. Does this topic really apply to all kids?

A. YES. Even if you/your child has
decided to save sex until marriage, they
will STILL have friends and
acquaintances who experience
unplanned pregnancies or abortion.
This panel will provide them
information to be a loving and

supportive friend.

Q. Aren’t middle school kids too young for
this?

A. No. Many middle school kids are
sexually active, which can always lead to an
unplanned pregnancy. We want all youth to
be informed.

Q. What if I am Pro-Choice?

A. This panel is designed to address the pain

and healing process many women and men

experience following the decision to have
an abortion. This panel is not designed or
intended to make a political statement, but
instead to share how Jesus offers hope and
healing after abortion.

Q. Is this a “graphic” panel?

A. There will be no images, pictures, or
graphics. However, the women do share
their stories, so some of what they share

may be uncomfortable.

Q. What if abortion seems to be the only
option?

A. We want you to know that our church
and staff are here for you in any crisis. We
will walk with you through the decision
making process of parenting and adoption.
You can trust that we will love and care for
you, confidentially, while sharing the
message of hope in Jesus.
