Childrenõs Weekday              
Ministries is excited for the 
start of its 17th year at               
Atonement. CWM continues 
to provide quality early care 
and education programs for 
children ages six weeks ð 12 
years. Our commitment to 
excellence continues to be 
small class sizes with                      
experienced and professional 
teachers who are dedicated to 
building strong relationships 
with children and families.   

As we enter our 17th year, we 
wanted to re-cap this past 
year and update all of you on 
what we have been doing at 
CWM. Here is a run-down of 
our year: Last September, 
2010 we opened up                     
additional placement for            
extended day preschool                 
children, and we were                
excited to utilize all of the 
classroom space that                 
Atonement has to offer. With 
the additional children, we 
also hired many new teachers 
to help us run our programs. 

September also marked the 
half-way point for our Child 
Care Enhancement Project 
(CCEP) for Centers which 
was a grant opportunity made 
available through the state 
legislation HB 1018. CWM 
was one of 20 centers in the 
state of North Dakota to              
receive this grant. By                      
participating in the                  
Enhancement Project, three 
of our teachers furthered 
their education and received 
their CDA (Child                             
Development Associate)                      
credential, our director            
received her National                    
Directorõs Credential through 

the McCormick Center for 
Early Childhood Leadership 
and we received $9,500 to 
use towards making                  
improvements in our center. 

Our school-age children were 
hard at work over the               
Christmas holiday ringing 
bells for the Salvation Army 
and also spending time with 
residents of River View. They 
also planned their 2nd annual 
art auction during the Week 
of the Young Child in April. 
This year the children wanted 
to raise money for a family 
that had previously been            
enrolled in our program and 
was experiencing some              
difficult times. They raised 
over $1000 for Danielle and 
Dominic Olson. 

Our preschool children               
continued with their                        
fundraising tradition and did a 
trike-a-thon in our gym this 
past November raising money 
for St. Jude Childrenõs            
Research Hospital. They 
raised over $1,000 and we 
were so happy to help out 
children in need. The              
preschool and school age  
children also worked hard 
during the VBS week this 
summer and raised money for 
childcare centers in Minot 
who are displaced due to 
flooding. They raised over 
$2,400 and sent the money to 
two centers who have been 
displaced since the flooding  
began. Both centers are in 
need of major repair and are 
expected to remain displaced 
through October. The money 
we were able to send will 
help them greatly. 

 

In June, 2011 we wrapped up 
our CCEP for Centers grant 
and were excited to spend the 
rest of our grant dollars. We 
were able to add additional 
learning items, shelving, and 
dramatic play materials to all 
of our classrooms. We are 
also proud of all of the hard 
work our teachers have done 
making improvements in 
their classrooms. 

As we finished the CCEP 
grant, we entered into            
another grant opportunity. 
North Dakota is currently 
running a Quality Rating and 
Improvement System (QRIS) 
pilot program. In 2009,            
United Way of Cass-Clay and 
the Fargo-Moorhead Area              
Foundation awarded a grant to 
Lakes and Prairies Child Care 
Resource and Referral to                        
conduct a pilot program in 
Cass County to test the Early 
Childhood Rating and                   
Improvement System. The 
results of the program will be 
evaluated and shared across 
North Dakota with the               
potential to become a 
statewide program in the  
future. We are excited to be 
helping test such an amazing 
program and look forward to 
all it has to offer.  

CWM continues to grow and 
do great things for children 
and their families. This fall we 
will welcome 136 children 
through our doors-some new 
and many, many dedicated 
returning families. Thank you 
to all of the Atonement               
congregation members, our 
families, and our teachers for 
your support of our                     
programs.
